I told my staff we just have 
to just see how it rolls out, adjust as we go along. OK, so are there any questions on the staff safety 
plan?

And the opening procedures document. Do you want to cover some of that? I think we'll be talking more 
about Phase 3 in the July meeting when we find out when it seems like it's going to be safe to go with 
letting people in for computer appointments and things like that, as it is designed.
Judy:
Are these the only people that will be allowed to come in, are those using computers?

Marj:
Nothing is set in stone, Judy. I questioned that myself and it’s sort of been the guidelines that other 
libraries are using for essential services, are computers, faxing, printing, but I'm sort of not 
understanding why people can't come in and browse for materials at that point as well, especially if you 
were limiting the numbers in the building at one time or something like that. But those procedures are 
going to have to be worked out in much more detail before we do anything like that. 

Sherry:
I think if people are allowed to browse, at the same time we need to provide gloves for them to wear 
during the time they're in the library. That's the issue. It's the touching. It's like the keyboards, you can
clean, whatever.
Marj:
You can't follow behind them and see every book they've touched. That's true.

Teri:
The problem is if they have gloves on and then wipe their face or blow their nose. So it's either gloves or 
hand sanitizer all over the place.

Marj:
Right.

Sherry:
Aren't we also going to have a requirement that patrons must wear masks?

Marj:
Yes, that's in all of the policies and that is one of the changes we made yesterday as Kathy suggested. 
When I send it to you, I'll show you. It's not just wearing them to come in…. Utilizing them while in the 
building, so people don't think I'm in and now I can take it off.
Sherry:
(Something said about July but unclear to transcribe)

Marj:
Yeah, I thought July seemed a bit scary but we'll just have to wait and see.

Sherry:
Yeah, July is less than three weeks. Do you want a motion to approve re-opening procedures?

Marj:
Yes, all three: A motion for staff safety, curbside and re-opening procedures.
